But the crisis has not reached its peak 
When we thought the worst was over, the crisis 
has hit hard in the past couple of months. Many of 
our donors are undergoing difficulties, but we trust 
that God will provide.

Romania on the border of bankruptcy  
The economic situation is becoming un-
bearable. The Government has approved 
a law of austerity: a 25% deduction of all 
public salaries,  review of pensions, re-
duction of  social, health and educational 
assistance; the release of 70,000 workers 
this year and increase of VAT to 25% 
since July 1st.   

During the months of May and June differ-
ent sectors of the society (trade-unions, 
mothers with babies and retirees) have 
organized manifestations in sign of protest 
against such measures.
